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| Introduction

Y.G. Talgarreg was inspected as part of a national programme of school inspection.

The purpose of inspection is to identify good features and shortcomings in schools in
order that they may improve the quality of education offered and raise the standards
achieved by their pupils. The inspection of all schools within a six-year cycle is also

designed to give parents information about the performance of their child’s school.

The inspection of Y.G. Talgarreg took place between 19/10/09 and 21/10/09. An
independent team of inspectors, led by Wil Williams undertook the inspection. Estyn, a
statutory body independent of, but funded by, the National Assembly for Wales,
commissioned the inspection.

The team was required to report on the standards achieved by pupils, the quality of
education provided by the school, the quality of leadership and management and the
contribution made by the school to its pupils’ spiritual, moral, social and cultural
development.

Estyn’s reports follow its guidance for the writing and editing of reports, which is
available on the Estyn website (www.estyn.gov.uk). The table below shows the terms
that Estyn uses and a broad idea of their meaning. The table is for guidance only.

The five-point scale used to represent all inspection judgements in this report is as
follows:

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There are three types of inspection.

For all inspections, there is a written report on seven key questions.

For short inspections, there are no subject reports.

For standard inspections, there are also reports on six subjects.

For full inspections, there are also reports on all subjects.

Estyn decides the kind of inspection that a school receives, mainly on the basis
of its past performance. Most schools receive a standard inspection. All
nursery schools, special schools, pupil referral units and any new or

amalgamated schools receive a full inspection.

This school received a standard inspection.
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Schools use a common system of numbering year groups from the start of compulsory
schooling to 18 years of age. This system emphasises the importance of continuity
and eases communication among schools, governing bodies, parents and LEAS.

The term ‘Reception’ (R) refers to the year group of pupils in a primary school who
reach the age of 5 during the academic year. Year 1 refers to the year group of pupils
who reach the age of 6 during the academic year and so on. Year 13 is the year
group of students who reach the age of 18 during the academic year.

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| Context

| The nature of the provider

1 This is a small community primary school located in the centre of the village of
Talgarreg. It serves the village itself as well as the surrounding rural area.
Children are admitted to the school full- time in the term following their fourth
birthday.

2 27 full-time pupils attend the school. They are organised into two classes, one
for key stage 1 and Foundation Phase, and the other for key stage 2. The
school’s staff consists of one full-time teacher and two part-time teachers.

3 The school is situated in a pleasant spot which includes an adventure park and
a large field. In the building itself there are three classrooms, a hall, office, and
an external classroom. The village hall is used for indoor physical education
lessons.

4 The area served by the school is Welsh in language and culture. Welsh is the
main language spoken in the home by approximately three quarters of the
learners but the school believes that nearly every pupil by now speaks Welsh to
first language level. The school is designated as a category A school, which
means that the vast majority of the curriculum is taught through the medium of
Welsh, with English being introduced formally at the beginning of key stage 2.
There is no pupil from an ethnic background or that learns English as an added
language

5 The school considers that the local community is a fairly stable one, with many
families having lived in the area for some years, and that there is no serious
social or economic disadvantage. Five percent of the learners are entitled to
free school meals, which is substantially lower than the county and national
percentages.

6 The pupils that are admitted to the school encompass the full ability range, and
the baseline assessment show that the ability level of pupils when admitted is
similar to the local average. There are a little over 25 percent of pupils with
special educational needs (SEN) which is significantly above county and
national averages. There are 2 pupils with a statement of SEN. No pupil is
looked after by the local authority (LA).

7 There have been no significant changes in the nature of the school since the
last inspection in the Autumn of 2003. The head teacher has been in post for a
little over thirteen years.

| The school’s priorities and targets

8 The main aim of the school is to offer a lively education, full of variety and in a
pleasant and secure environment where pupils can develop as individuals.
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9 The priorities of the school for the period 2009 — 2010 include:-

e further developing strategies for assessment for learning;

¢ including more whole school elements in self evaluation procedures;

e adapting the schemes of work to incorporate the requirements of the
2008 Curriculum

| Summary

10 Learners of all ages and ability achieve good or better standards in their
knowledge, their understanding and their skills. They make good progress
towards achieving their personal targets with nearly all working to their full
potential.

11 There is a strong team spirit in the school with the head teacher, staff,
governors and parents working together effectively for the benefit and welfare of
the learners.

12 Self evaluation procedures are comprehensive and have been implemented in
a systematic and effective manner over a number of years. The findings of the
school in its self evaluation match the judgement of the inspection team in five
of the seven key questions.

13 Good progress has been made in addressing the five key issues identified in
the 2003 Report.

Standards and progress

14  The cohorts that have been assessed at the end of the two key stages in
accordance with the National Curriculum (NC) during the last four years have
been very small. Over the period, every learner in key stage 1 succeeded in
gaining level 2 in Welsh, mathematics and science. The performance at key
stage 2 in the three subjects as well as English, matches the county and
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national results. Very few reached higher levels than level 2 in key stage 1, and
level 4 in key stage 2.

During the four years, key stage 1 results, nearly without exception, have been
amongst the highest 25 percent of schools that have a similar percentage of pupils
that are entitled to free school meals. Performance at key stage 2 in every subject
was consistently amongst the lowest 25 percent of similar schools.

The detailed assessment records of the school as well as the standards achieved
in the subjects show that nearly every learner is making good progress in the two
key stages.

In the two key stages there is no significant difference between the performance of
boys and girls

slightly above what was reported in the last inspection report.

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Nearly all the learners in the school make good progress in the key skills of
language a communication, using and applying mathematics and information
and communications technology (ICT)

Nearly every learner’s bilingual competency is good and by the end of key
stage 2, they use their oral, reading and writing skills confidently in Welsh and
in English.

Across the school, the majority of learners make good progress in their
learning. They strive hard during lessons and concentrate well and persevere
on their tasks diligently.

Learner’s personal and social skills development is good. Standards of
behaviour are consistently good and the learner’s are happy and cheerful in the
school environment. From an early age, they make good progress in their
ability to develop as independent learners.

The learners make good progress in their spiritual and moral development.
They develop high personal values and discuss moral issues in a mature
manner.

The attendance level across the school during the last three full terms is 93.64
percent which is slightly below the local and national percentages.

The quality of education and training

The quality of teaching was judged as follows:

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These percentages are similar to the most recent national picture where
teaching is good or better (Grade 1 or 2) on 83 percent of lessons, and
outstanding (Grade 1) in 16 percent of lessons. They are slightly better than
what was reported in the last inspection.

Where there are outstanding features to the teaching, teacher’s expectations
are high and the tasks challenging and extremely interesting.

Teachers plan and structure lessons thoroughly and pay good attention to the
needs of the range of learner’s age and ability. A wide range of teaching
strategies are used, learner’s work is regularly monitored and effective use is
made of ICT resources.

In a small number of lessons the tasks that are provided are not compatible to
the age and ability of the learners.

Assessment and recording procedures are of a good standard. Recently,
emphasis has been placed on learner’s participation in the process of planning
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and assessing their learning. However, as yet, they have not gone as far as
setting personal success criteria, and evaluating how effective is their learning.

The educational provision meets the needs of the full range of pupils and offers
a curriculum that is broad, balanced and differentiated. Interesting and exciting
learning experiences are provided for Foundation Phase children.

Learners benefit greatly from the wide range of educational visits and extra-
curricular activities that are arranged for them.

Parents are very supportive to the work of the school and this was clearly
reflected in their positive response in the questionnaire and in the pre-
inspection meeting.

The close co-operation with local businesses deepens the learner’s knowledge
of the world of work. There are outstanding features in the provision for
promoting entrepreneurial skills.

The provision for promoting sustainable development is outstanding. The
school’s good work has been recognised by gaining the Eco-Schools’ Green
Flag award.

The quality of care, the support and guidance offered to learners is good. They
are happy in the school and there is a good relationship between them and with
all the staff.

Great emphasis is placed on the Personal and Social Education (PSE) needs
and to the spiritual and moral development of learners in the life and work of
the school. Healthy eating habits are promoted and emphasis is also put on
improving learner’s fitness across the school. Collective worship conforms to
statutory requirements.

There are effective policies and arrangements for ensuring the health and well-
being of each individual whilst they are on school grounds.

The standard for the provision for learners with SEN is good. Their needs are
identified early and the school intervenes when necessary.

Equal opportunities is ensured for each individual and race equality is promoted
in all school activities

Leadership and management

45

The thoughtful leadership of the head teacher gives a sound foundation to the
development of the school. Members of staff work closely with the head teacher
and make a significant contribution to the school’s development. Members of
the governing body have a good awareness of their responsibilities and are
very aware of the needs of the school.
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46 School staffing levels as well as the supply of resources are good. The outside
area, which was prepared for the Foundation Phase, is an outstanding feature
of the provision.

a7 All the human and financial resources are managed effectively and efficiently
by the head teacher and the governing body ensuring that the school gives
value for money.

| Recommendations

In order to improve the areas inspected, the staff and governors need to:

R1  *ensure that learners have a more prominent role in the process of planning
and improving their progress;

R2 raise learner’s attainment in the National Curriculum assessments at the end of
key stage 2; and

R3 raise the attendance levels to be above the national percentages

*a priority in the current SDP

The governing body is responsible for amending its current development plan to
incorporate action in response to the recommendations within 45 working days of
receiving the report, showing what the school is going to do about the
recommendations. This plan, or a summary of it, will be circulated to all parents at the
school.

Standards in the lessons are slightly above the latest national picture which
maintains that standards are good or better (Grade 1and 2) in 84 percent of
lessons and excellent (Grade 1) in 12 percent of the lessons.

Learners of all ages and abilities, including those with SEN, achieve good
standards or better in their knowledge, understanding and skills. They make
good progress towards reaching their personal and the whole school targets
that are set for them.

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Nearly all learners in the school makes good progress in the key skills of
language a communication, using and applying mathematics and information
and communications technology (ICT)

Foundation Phase children speak confidently, they listen intently to adults and
other children, and many of them have started to master reading and writing
skills. They make good progress in their ability to use their mathematical and
ICT skills in their daily lives.

The majority of key stage 1 and 2 learners discuss their work confidently, they
contribute purposefully in class discussions by using appropriate subject
vocabulary, and use their reading and writing skills effectively to gather
information and record their work. Nearly every learner makes good progress in
their mathematical skills as they use and apply their numeracy skills whilst
undertaking practical tasks.

All key stage 1 and 2 learners use a wide range of ITC software confidently for
varying curriculum purposes.

The bilingual competency of nearly all learners is good and by the end of key
stage 2, they use their oral, reading and writing skills confidently in both Welsh
and English. Good progress is made by non-Welsh learners who joined the
school recently, in their ability to understand and use Welsh.

The problem solving skills of learners of all age groups are good. In practical
situations and when working on group tasks, the majority use an appropriate
range of strategies when finding a solution to their investigation.

Across the school, the majority of learners make good progress in their
learning. They are alert to inquire and ask questions and confidently face
challenges and new learning situations. By key stage 2, many of them discuss
thoughtfully the strengths and shortcomings in their work but are unsure when
suggesting ways to improve.

The majority of learners work diligently during lessons, concentrating well and
persevering on tasks for extended periods.

The development of learner’s personal and social skills is good. They have a
positive attitude to learning, they show a keen interest in their work and use
their time constructively during lessons. They co-operate well in one to one
situations and as members of a group and take responsibilities for their actions
and work.

Across the school, the standard of learner’s behaviour is consistently good.
They all are happy and cheerful in the school environment and show respect
and care towards their teachers and other learners in their class. These positive
attitudes give a strong foundation to the learners to develop as responsible
members of their community and significantly contribute towards creating a
favourable learning environment.
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69 From an early age, learners make good progress in their ability to develop as
independent learners. They make their own decisions about how to organise
their work and are willing to attempt to solve problems without over dependency
on adults.

70 Learners of all ages have a strong feeling of belonging to the school community
and are willing to accept additional responsibilities. Their awareness of the
world of work is good.

71 Learners make good progress in their spiritual and moral development. They
given serious consideration to spiritual matters during collective worship, they
develop high personal values and discuss moral issues and faiths in a mature
manner.

72 In all their interaction together, learners of all ages have a good awareness of
issues relating to equal opportunity and fairness. They acknowledge and
respect the diversity of faiths and cultural and social traditions.

73 Attendance levels across the school over the three last full terms are 93.64
percent which is slightly lower than the county and national percentages.
Punctuality is consistently good.

| The quality of education and training

Key Question 2: How effective are teaching, training and assessment?
Grade 2 : Good features and no important shortcomings

74 The findings of the inspection team match the judgement of the school in its
self—-evaluation report.

75 The quality of teaching was judged as follows:

76 These percentages are similar to the latest national picture where teaching is
good or better (Grade 1 and 2) in 83 percent of lessons, and outstanding
(Gradel) in 16 percent of lessons. They are also slightly better than that
reported in the last inspection.

77 Teachers have good knowledge of the requirements of the Foundation Phase
and the NC. They plan and structure the lessons thoroughly and pay attention
to the needs of the range of age and ability.

78 The standard of teaching in the Foundation Phase is almost consistently good
with an effective balance between teacher-led activities and activities initiated
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by children. The work of support staff is thoroughly planned and very effective
use is made if the outdoor teaching area.

When there are outstanding features to the teaching in geography lessons at
both key stages, teacher’s expectations are high and the tasks challenging and
extremely interesting.

A wide range of teaching strategies such as whole class arrangement, group
activities, working in pairs, or individual work are used effectively. The practice
of complimenting and praising learners for their efforts stimulates them to
succeed and raises their self-confidence.

Learners’ work is regularly monitored and the purposeful intervention of
teachers helps them to make progress in their learning and their knowledge
and understanding. The standard of teaching is enhanced by conscientious and
skilful teaching assistants

Effective use is made of ICT resources such as interactive whiteboards and
digital cameras by all the teaching staff, especially in art and physical education
lessons.

Equal opportunities to each individual are ensured and learners’ bilingual skills
are very effectively developed.

In a small number of lessons the tasks provided are not compatible with the
learners’ age and ability.

Assessment and recording procedures are of a good standard. Teachers know
the learners well and use a range of suitable methods in making a judgement
on standards. Accurate records of assessment outcomes are kept in
comprehensive files which include details on every child. Assessment results
are used effectively when planning the next stages in the learning and teaching.

The assessing of children at the Foundation Phase is thorough and clear. The
detailed information that is collected by means of the Base Assessment in
addition to continuous assessment records, is used to plan future work and to
keep an eye on the progress of every individual.

Effective use is made of reading and mathematical tests to ascertain the
development and requirements of the learners. The assessment work ensures
that there are individual targets for each learner.

Recently, a greater role has been given to learner in the process of planning
and assessing their learning but as yet, they have not gone as far as setting
their own success criteria and evaluating how effective is their learning.

Work is marked regularly and meaningfully and constructive comments are
added which help the learner to improve.

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The school co-operates closely with other local primary schools as well as the
local secondary school to standardise and moderate teacher assessments.

The quality of annual reports to parents is good and give clear information
regarding learners’ progress and efforts as well as noting aspects for future
improvement. They also provide useful information on their children’s personal
and social development

Key Question 3: How well do the learning experiences meet the needs and

interests of learners and the wider community?

Grade 2 : Good features and no important shortcomings
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The findings of the inspection team differ to the Gradel deemed by the school
in its self-evaluation report. It was judged that there were insufficient
outstanding features to merit a Grade 1 to this key question.

The educational provision meets the needs of the full range of pupils and
provides a curriculum which is broad, balanced and differentiated. It meets
statutory requirements in full.

The exciting range of learning experiences that are provided for the Foundation
Phase children ensures that they have a good start in school. The activities are
interesting and have been planned effectively; they lead naturally towards the
NC programmes of study at key stage 1.

In conjunction with other schools in the county, the school has reviewed and
adapted key stage 2 schemes of work in response to the requirements of the
2008 Curriculum. These schemes offer useful guidelines and promote
continuity and progress in learning. The short term schemes are detailed and
ensure purposeful and interesting activities for the learner.

Opportunities are provided in a number of lessons and especially at the
Foundation Phase, to develop the learners’ thinking and problem solving skills.
The introduction of basic skills is planned carefully and constant attention is
paid to the development of key skills.

Regular educational visits are provided which corresponds to the work
undertaken in class and which enriches the curriculum. Learners also benefit
greatly from the good opportunities provided for them partake in a number of
extra-curricular activities, which include clubs, Urdd competitions and sport
teams. These experiences make an important contribution to their personal,
social and educational development.

A specific action plan has been prepared for developing personal and social

education (PSE). The programme has been very effectively integrated into the
school themes.

11
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There is good provision for promoting learners’ spiritual, moral, social and
cultural development. Circle time sessions are carefully planned with regular
opportunities for learners to discuss their feelings in a supportive environment.
A responsible social attitude is fostered in the life and work of the school and
the need to deal with other people in a sensitive and caring manner is
emphasised.

Collective worship sessions conform to statutory requirements. During them the
learners are taught how to differentiate between right and wrong and are given
good opportunities for quiet reflection.

Learners’ bilingual competency is developed successfully and the Cwricwlwm
Cymreig is a strong feature in the life and work of the school. A wide range of
opportunities are provided to raise learners’ awareness of their heritage and
their culture.

The learners’ learning experiences are significantly enriched by productive
contacts with a wide range of partners. Parents are very supportive to the work
of the school and this is clearly reflected in their positive response in the
guestionnaires and the pre-inspection meeting. . They are very appreciative of
the work of the school and are extremely active in raising money towards
buying teaching and learning resources.

There are clear and effective arrangements for communicating with parents.
The Prospectus and the Annual Governor Report to Parents contain the
required information.

The school is very supportive to all community activities and has formed a close
partnership with a good number of local associations and societies.

The school co-operates very closely with a cluster of local schools especially in
preparing schemes of work, arranging training and moderating teacher
assessments. There are effective arrangements with the local secondary
school with a number of purposeful activities taking place for promoting a
smooth transition between years 6 and 7.

Local visits together with the close cooperation with a number of local and
nearby companies and businesses, deepen learners’ knowledge of the world of
work.

There are outstanding features in the provision for promoting entrepreneurial
skills. A fruit and vegetable selling co-operative was formed with the customers
including parents, staff and people from the local community. The business is
run entirely by key stage 2 learners.

The provision for promoting sustainable development is good with some
outstanding features. Arrangements for recycling and energy saving by now
have been integrated fully into the school culture and matters concerning a
sustainable world are regularly included in the schemes of work of both key
stages. There is a highly effective Eco-committee which looks regularly for

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ways of making the school function more sustainably. The good work of the
school in this area has been recognised by the Eco — Schools Green flag
award.

Learners’ awareness of global citizenship is very effectively developed through
regular opportunities to contribute towards local and national charities and by a
recent visit to the school by teachers from Lesotho.

The wide learning experiences that are provided contribute effectively towards
enabling learners to acquire many of the knowledge and skills necessary for
life-long learning.

Key Question 4. How well are learners cared for, guided and supported?

Grade 2 : Good features and no important shortcomings
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The findings of the inspection team differ to the Gradel awarded by the school
in its self-evaluation report. It was judged that there were insufficient
outstanding features to merit giving Grade 1 to this key question.

The quality of care, support and guidance offered to learners is good. Learners
are happy in school and have a good relationship with each other and with all
staff. There is a caring, warm and homely environment and learners feel that
they are valued and supported.

The school co-operates closely and effectively with parents and external
agencies in matters relating to learners’ health, care and wellbeing.

There are effective induction systems for four year old children which ensure
that they settle quickly in the school. The home/school agreement has been
completed properly.

Great emphasis is placed on PSE requirements and lessons are planned
carefully in order to meet the needs of individuals of all ages.

The School Council discuss their ideas and their work in a mature and
knowledgeable manner and are proud of what they have already achieved and
enjoy discussing what they are yet to undertake. They are aware of the
responsibility of their role and take pride in the opportunity to contribute to the
development of the school.

Effective procedures have been established for monitoring attendance and
punctuality. Registration procedures conform to statutory requirements.

The school has appropriate systems which encourage learners to be healthy.
Healthy eating habits are promoted by means of the fruit shop and great
emphasis is placed on improving fitness by offering a wide range of sports and
team games. The school is working towards Stage 3 in the Healthy Schools
Initiative.
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Relevant policies have been adopted to ensure the health and safety of every
individual whilst they are on the school site. Staff, classroom assistants and
support staff are fully aware of their content and implement them
conscientiously. The school is aware of the importance of risk assessments and
prepares them systematically.

Robust child protection policies and procedures have been established and all
members of staff are aware of their responsibilities. Two members of staff have
been designated to oversee this aspect and a designated member of the
governing body has responsibility for this matter.

The quality of provision for learners with SEN is good and fully conforms to the
Code of Conduct. The school identifies the needs of learners at an early stage
and intervene in a purposeful manner when necessary. All the processes are
implemented extremely effectively by the SEN co-ordinator.

The Individual Action Plans which are prepared for each individual with SEN
are of a good quality. They are detailed and include attainable targets. The
active role provided for learners to set their own targets is an outstanding
feature.

There is good quality of provision for ensuring equal opportunities for all.
Lessons are carefully planned in order to meet the needs of individuals and
differentiated provision is ensured. Race equality is promoted in all the school
activities. There is an appropriate Accessibility Plan as well as a current
Disability Equality Plan.

Clear policies and procedures are implemented in order to promote good
behaviour and eliminate any aggressive behaviour and regular opportunities
are provided for learners to discuss these matters during circle time sessions.

Good opportunities are provided to raise awareness of the religious, cultural
and economic diversity which are found in different parts of the world. The
school offers good support and guidance in order to ensure that there are no
prejudices based on social, educational or linguistic backgrounds.

The findings of the inspection team match the judgement of the school in its
self—-evaluation report.

The thoughtful leadership of the head teacher gives a sound basis to the
development of the school. She has high expectations regarding learner
achievement and leads the staff and governors in a purposeful manner which
creates a strong team spirit. There are shared general values and ideas
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regarding learning, behaviour and inter-relationships and every individual‘s
contribution to the development of the school is appreciated. Equal
opportunities for all which includes learners and adults, are promoted.

All members of staff shouldered a good share of responsibilities. They co-
operate closely with the head teacher and make a significant contribution to the
development of the school. All staff responsibilities are defined in clear job
descriptions.

The school has adopted many management and administrative policies. They
are of a good standard and are effectively implemented by staff and governors.

A prominent place is given in the school programme of work to local and
national priorities. These include Basic Skills Quality Mark, Healthy School
initiative and the Eco- schools Scheme. Great strides have been taken towards
implementing the requirements of the Foundation Phase in the Reception Class
and attention is already being paid to the requirements of assessment for
learning.

There is a productive work relationship between the school and local
partnerships, especially the LA and the Aeron Area primary schools.

There are detailed arrangements for setting targets on all levels of work within
the school. The whole school targets are challenging and realistic and based on
the best possible performance by every learner. They are very effectively used
by teachers and learners to promote higher standards.

There are appropriate arrangements for improving staff performance. The head
teacher regularly monitors the quality of the teaching and offers clear guidance
to staff on improving standards and quality. Performance Management
procedures are implemented effectively and there are appropriate
arrangements for responding to teachers’ professional development
requirements.

Members of the governing body are very aware of their roles and
responsibilities. They are very knowledgeable of the requirements and priorities
of the school and co-operate closely with the head teacher in the school
strategic planning. They have a clear understanding of the significance of their
role as a critical friend to the school. They regularly visit classes and undertake
their monitoring and evaluation role in an effective manner.

The governing body has an appropriate policy and procedures for responding

to complaints. It contains clear action steps and sets specific time scales for
solving any complaints. They undertake their legal responsibilities in full.

The head teacher and teaching staff are well-informed about the performance
of the school and use this knowledge effectively to make further improvements

The judgement of the school in its self-evaluation report matches that of the
inspection team in five of the seven key questions. Where they differ in key
guestions three and four, the judgement of the school is higher than the
findings of the inspection team. In awarding Grade 1 the school had not given
due consideration to all the requirements of the two key questions.

The school self-evaluation procedures are comprehensive and have been
implemented in a systematic and effective manner over a number of years. A
wide range of direct evidence is collected by the subject co-ordinators which
provides good information about the standard of teaching and learning and the
learners’ standards of achievement.

There are effective arrangements for sharing the outcomes of self-evaluation
with governors.

Learners’ performance is regularly analysed, the school performance is
compared with local and national benchmarks and any trends that become
apparent over a period of time are noted. The school realises the lack of
reliability of the results due to the small number of pupils that are assessed.

Regular opportunities are provided for parents to comment upon various
aspects of school life and the educational provision. The parents appreciate
these opportunities and are confident that the school listens to their opinion and
act quickly to ease any anxieties that they might have. Members of the School
Council have good opportunities to influence decision making processes,
particularly on aspects of school life that have direct bearings on their own
experiences.

The quality of the school self-evaluation report is good and gives appropriate
attention to most of the inspection framework criteria. It has a clear focus on
evaluating the quality of pupil achievement and includes the school’s strengths
as well as areas that require further improvement. The report is concise and
refers to an appropriate range of evidence sources.

The quality of the process of planning for improvement is good. Evidence from
the self-evaluations are used effectively to set priorities and targets in the
School Development plan (SDP) The plan consists of clear action steps as well
as success indicators and allocates resources to support the priorities. At the
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end of each school year, a detailed evaluation is held of the effect of the plan
on standards of achievement and educational provision.

The evidence of the inspection supports the judgement of the school that self-
evaluation has led to significant improvements in a number of subjects,
particularly geography.

Good progress has been made in acting upon the five key issues identified in
the 2003 inspection report. The good standards identified in the report have
been maintained and the shortcomings in the subjects deemed satisfactory
have been eradicated. By now comprehensive self-evaluation arrangements
have been established and planning and organisation in key stage 1 are
effective.

The findings of the inspection team match the judgement of the school in its
self—-evaluation report.

The school’s staffing levels are good. Teachers a good range of expertise and
experience to teach every aspect of the school’s curriculum successfully. They
regularly update their skills by attending training and receive direct support in
the classroom by the LEA'’s advisory team

Classroom assistants make an important contribution to teaching and learning.
They co-operate closely with teachers and ensure that the individuals and
groups in their care receive good support with their work.

All school staff and learners receive good support from the caretaker and cook
as well as from all other ancillary staff.

There are effective procedures regarding reducing teachers’ workload,
workforce remodelling and ensuring non contact time for planning, preparation
and assessing. This has a positive effect on learners’ standards of achievement
and on the effectiveness of teaching.

There is a sufficient supply of resources for all ages and subjects. They are of a
good standard an easily accessible and stored. There is a good supply and
variety of books in the central library and constant and effective use is made of
them by all the learners.

An extremely interesting and stimulating outdoor area has been provided for
the Foundation Phase and teachers take advantage of all opportunities to teach
the children outdoors. Very effective use is made of the large play equipment,
the climbing equipment, park and the field to enrich children’s experiences and
motivate their interest. This is an outstanding feature.
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The buildings and accommodation are of a good standard and are regularly
inspected by the governors to ensure that they are suitable and safe for
learners and staff. Everyone that is able to use them have full access to the
classrooms and all other areas that are used for learning and teaching. The
environment of the rooms is enriched by good quality exhibitions of pupils work.

The school benefits greatly from the use that it has of the village hall for
physical education lessons and other activities.

The fields and areas surrounding the school are well maintained and are
regularly used by teachers to stimulate interest and promote learning.

All school resources are managed effectively and efficiently. There is a well-
organised system for prioritising the expenditure which is included in the SDP
and the outcomes of monitoring are used purposefully for deciding expenditure
on curricular resources. The clerk, the head teacher and the finance sub-
committee co-operate closely to monitor the spending of the budget.

The good standards that are attained as well as the effective use that is made
of all the human and financial resources, ensures that the school gives good
value for money.

In
the outdoor area, they select their own activities without aid and persevere and
concentrate on one task for extended periods.

When playing the role of the shopkeeper
or the customer in the outdoor area, they question each other and take on the
guise of the character very effectively. All children listen with interest to a
variety of stories showing increasing concentration and attention.

165 All pupils have an interest in books and enjoy their content either by listening to
an adult reading or by following the story themselves. They handle books
correctly and understand that written symbols convey meaning and that print
runs from left to right. All recognises their name in print with the oldest in the
group being able to connect letters in order to create simple words.

166 As they experiment at mark-making with a number of media indoors and
outdoors, children show an appropriate understanding of some of the purposes
of writing. They realise that the alphabet is the basis for written work and by
reception age, the majority can differentiate correctly between a number of
familiar letters.

Many learners in key stage 2 achieve good standards in their oracy skills. They
a wide range of vocabulary and a sound mastery of syntax, idioms and
grammatical elements. They speak confidently and express their viewpoint
maturely.

Nearly every learner at key stage 2 reads fluently and with clear expression.
They discuss their books intelligently and recall facts from memory showing a
good understanding of the contents of the books.

Key stage learners’ understanding of numbers and of place value is good with
all reading, writing and arranging numbers with increasing accuracy. They
recall mathematical facts quickly and correctly and recognise patterns in a
series of numbers. They show a good understanding of the comparable value
of different numbers and by year 2 they use adding , subtracting and
multiplication processes effectively, particularly when solving the different
mathematical challenges set to them. They have a sound understanding of
money and use simple fractions like halves and quarters.

Nearly every learner in key stage 1 recognises two and three dimensional
shapes according to their mathematical names and describe their main
characteristics correctly. They use standard units correctly when measuring the
span of their hands.

A number of learners in key stage 2 are confident mathematicians. They have a
good understanding of the large numbers place value and retrieve and use
multiplication and division facts with appropriate speed. They use the four rules
with increasing certainty and work with appropriate accuracy on paper and
mentally.

As they solve the problem regarding the finishing order in an animal race, key
stage 2 learners make effective use of data. They are confident when
collecting, recording and re-arranging mathematical information.

The understanding of many key stage 2 learners of the characteristics of two
and three dimensional shapes is good. They select their own equipment and
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choose the most appropriate unit of measurement for finding the length,
perimeter, surface and mass of objects.

195 Although there are no important shortcomings, the ability of a minority of
learners in years 5 and 6 to check that their results are reasonable by
considering the context or the size of the numbers, has not been developed
sufficiently.

198 Learners of both key stages talk knowledgeably about the main characteristics
of the weather and understand that changes in climate have long term effects
on an area and people. They collect data independently, create useful graphs
and interpret the information intelligently.

199 In key stage 1, learners compare the local area with a contrasting area in
Wales in appropriate detail referring to the physical and human characteristics
of the areas. Through their direct contact with Lesotho, they have a good
knowledge of a country which is developing economically.

200 Key stage 2 learners recognise and discuss human and physical features when
they discuss pictures and photographs of specific areas. They express an
opinion and offer mature reasons for the changes in physical characteristics
over a period.

201 Inyears 5 and 6, learners discuss current issues such as global warming,
greenhouse gases, carbon footprints and rain forests in an intelligent manner.
They make effective use of ICT to create posters and information leaflets on
these subjects.

202 The awareness of learners of both key stages of the importance of behaving in
a sustainable manner by saving, re-using and re-cycling, is good.

205 Effective modelling work is produced in both key stages and learners make
effective use of sketch books when investigating line and tone.

206 Key stage 1 learners use ICT programmes confidently to create pictures and
various effects which are of a good standard. They discuss artists’ work
intelligently and imitate their work effectively. They use their knowledge of art
from other traditions and cultures effectively when creating their own work.

207 Key stage 2 learners are involved in a wide variety of art experiences and
experiment confidently with different medium and produce work of a good
standard. They select resources which are appropriate for specific tasks and
use a wide range of techniques with dexterity and skill.

208 In key stage 2, learners discuss art and artists style in a mature and confident
manner using the correct terminology. They evaluate and discuss each other’s
work effectively.

During gymnastic
sessions, they sustain activities for extended periods, listen carefully to
instructions and show good awareness of health and safety issues, particularly
when warming up the body and moving equipment.

211 When evaluating their own and other learners’ work orally or by using a digital
camera, learners in both key stages demonstrate a good understanding of the
features of a high standard performance. This contributes well to improving the
standards of their own work.

212 As they create an interesting range of different shapes, nearly every learner in
key stageldemonstrates good physical control, balance and posture. They
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support body weight on various body parts, work on different levels and use
space effectively. They respond imaginatively to sounds as they imitate a falling
leaf.

As they travel, jump, land and transfer their weight from one part of the body to
another, many learners in key stage 2 produce shapes that are of a good
standard. The majority of them move light footedly and are confident when
forming a sequence of activities that emphasise changes in shape, speed and
direction.

Shortcomings

Although there are no important shortcomings, a few learners in key stage 2
are heavy footed when landing from equipment.
